you can find domains that both define your business and make it easy to remember, like

 .com, .net, .org domains can be purchased for $10.00 per year and includes setup procedures to map it to your site. Please note that domains only make it easier to access your site, but don’t provide you with the space or the means to host your site (see below). Domains are subject to availability and are purchased on a yearly contract.
Hosting package
A hosting package provides you with full control of your domain as well as the content you host. Typically, you obtain 10GB of online space, FTP, dedicated email inboxes, and a variety of other perks. The current rate is at approximately $5.00 per month for a 12-month contract. Hosting packages can be bought for as short as two months and up to several years, with increasing discounts.
